What is it? Confident Action and Referral by Educators (CARE) is a free, one-hour online training that
will help school staff identify students who are in emotional or behavioral distress, including at risk of
suicide. The module provides strategies for safely and effectively referring a student for help.

The training is supported by the Office of Superintendent of Public Instruction (OSPI), in partnership with
BASE Education and the National Center for School Engagement.
